British Author Project

Part I:
Read two to three novels, short story collections, essay collections, plays, or any combination of these genres written by one British author. Your author choice is due by Wednesday, January 11. Once approved, have your first novel with you on Friday, January 13. 

Part II:
Write a literary analysis essay on the style elements or themes of the works you read. In addition to the works you read, incorporate at least three sources into your analysis. Rubrics and due dates TBA.

Part III: 
Create a representation of an element of your author’s works that you appreciate. Ideas:
· Write and perform a short play based on a scene or chapter.
· Record a news program or create a newspaper based on the events in one of the books you read.
· Mimic the style of your author and write a short story.
· Create a visual representation of the common themes and elements of your author. 
Keep in mind that this part of the project must be of high quality. Rubrics and due dates TBA.

Part IV:
Present your author project. Make a six-slide presentation about your author to your classmates. Include basic biographical information, major works, literary period in which he or she wrote and the basic elements that characterize that period, major motifs/themes, and your thesis. End your presentation with a display of your creative project. Rubrics and due dates TBA.
