General Test-Taking Tips:
1. For the week before the EOC, get eight hours of sleep each night.
2. For two days before the EOC and the morning of the EOC, eat a good deal of lean protein. Avoid sweet foods the morning of the test.
3. Avoid conflict the day of the EOC; you don’t want to come to school distracted.
4. Bring extra pencils the day of the EOC.
5. Use the marking system I taught you. If you are sure of an answer, check it. If you are unsure, put a question mark. If you are sure an answer is incorrect, put an X beside it. 
6. If you tend to tune out when you read, consider skimming the entire EOC and starting with the longest or most boring passage. Get it out of the way before you’re too tired to focus.
7. If there are two answer choices that are essentially saying the same thing, choose neither. They both must be wrong.
8. NEVER leave a question blank on an EOC. There is NO ADVANTAGE to skipping questions. If you’re completely stuck, eliminate what you can and make an educated guess.
9. On the Composition section, if an answer choice has an error, it can’t possibly be the right choice. 
10. Set up the closet in your brain! You need hangers in your brain for the details of a story, so read the stems, title, italicized information, and topic sentences before you dive into a passage.
